The Nobel Peace Center uses the power of the Nobel 

Peace Prize and the ideas and work of the laureates to 

inspire small- and large-scale changes that lead to a 

better, more peaceful world. In 2022, our activities have 

focused on our three key priorities: the latest Nobel Peace 

Prize, the history of the peace prize and dialogue. 

2022 has provided us with many opportunities to reach 

and touch the public, including several new exhibitions, 

digital teaching aids and over 50 events. One of the 

highlights of the year came in September when we 

hosted an international conference and festival at City 

Hall Square to celebrate the end of a year that focused 

on the peace prize awarded to the two journalists Maria 

Ressa and Dmitry Muratov. In December, the Nobel Peace 

Prize awarded to human rights activists from Ukraine, 

Belarus and Russia was commemorated in the traditional 

way, with the war in Ukraine as a stark backdrop.

2022 IN 
NUMBERS

2022 was a year of reopening, consolidation and growth at 
the Nobel Peace Center. The year started with coronavirus 

restrictions and limited opening hours, but from February Oslo’s 
cultural life opened up again and the public returned, slowly 

but surely. With its newly renovated first floor and several new 
exhibitions, the Nobel Peace Center was ready to welcome 

visitors with a first-rate and comprehensive program. 

The summer season showed that visitor numbers were 
well on their way back to normal levels, with visitors 

from most parts of the world, except Asia. 

Towards the end of the year, we were back at 80 
percent of the visitor levels for 2019. This is promising in 

terms of our visitor numbers for the future.

Our digital visitors are also increasing. During 2022, over 
7,500 people visited our digital exhibitions. We also had had 

over 1,000 press mentions and reached over 11 million people 
through social media channels. This indicates that the center is 

strengthening its role in society and is attracts 
the interest of the public worldwide.

The Nobel Peace Prize to the human rights activist 

Ales Bialiatski from Belarus, the Russian human 

rights organization Memorial and the Ukrainian 

Center for Civil Liberties was announced on Friday 

7 October. On the same day, the three laureates 

were in place in the Nobel Field exhibition. For 

the first time since 2019, the newly announced 

laureates could be celebrated without coronavirus 

restrictions, and more than 2,000 guests visited 

the museum during the day of the announcement 

and the following Saturday. 



The “Nobel days” in December were 

celebrated in the traditional way. Because 

Bialiatski is imprisoned in Belarus, he 

was represented by his wife during the 

commemoration in Oslo. At the Nobel 

Peace Center, Save the Children hosted 

their annual Peace Prize Party on 10 

December and the following day the 

Nobel Peace Prize Exhibition opened 

with representatives of all the laureates 

present. This year, Oslo Peace Days was 

also the setting for the Nobel Week events, 

and the Nobel Peace Center contributed 

with a public event "3 hours with Bernt 

Hagtvet and Eirik Løkke on civil society and 

democracy", the first in the series of Nobel 

Peace Talks linked to this year's peace prize. 
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THE NOBEL

EXHIBITION 2022

This year's Nobel Peace Prize exhibition 

highlighted the importance of individuals and civil 

society for freedom, justice and democracy.



The 2022 Peace Prize Exhibition was 

named "Nobody Plans to Give Up". It 

told the story of the work of the three 

laureates Ales Bialiatski, Memorial and the 

Center for Civil Liberties, through photos 

and material lent from the laureates' 

own organisations. In a separate photo 

series co-curated by Magnum Photos, 

the importance of protests and popular 

resistance was highlighted.  Over 4,000 

people visited the exhibition, which was 

displayed in the Center’s largest exhibition 

space, Toghallen, until December. A digital 

version of the exhibition, in Norwegian 

and English, was also published on 10 

December. The digital exhibition has per 

February 2023 had about 1,000 views.

ÅRSMELDING 2022

Throughout almost all of 2022, the Nobel Peace 

Prize to Maria Ressa and Dmitry Muratov was 

celebrated at the Nobel Peace Center, with an 

exhibition, school program and events. The 2021 

Peace Prize Exhibition, with photographs by Hanna 

Reyes Morales and Nanna Heitmann, was on display 

from December 2021 to September 2022 and was 

seen by over 75,000 visitors at the Nobel Peace 

Center. A digital version of the exhibition was also 

displayed on the Center’s website. 



In the Nobel Peace Talks series, we hosted 

10 events in the spring of 2022 together 

with partners such as Faktisk.no, Reporters 

Without Borders, the Swedish Association 

of Communications Agencies, the 

Norwegian Union of Journalists and the 

Norwegian Helsinki Committee. In March, 

we had a visit from Facebook whistle-

blower Frances Haugen, who in addition to 

meeting the public also spoke to politicians 

at the Storting (Norwegian parliament). 

On World Press Freedom Day on 3 May, 

Reporters Without Borders presented its 

annual World Press Freedom Index at the 

Peace Center, which was also visited by 

regime-critical Russian journalists. These 

events reached a 

total of around 2,000 people, 

in person and via streaming.
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Since 2019, the Nobel Peace Center has 

organized an annual international peace 

conference. In the last two years, the 

conference has taken the theme from the 

previous year's Nobel Peace Prize. In 2022 

it was held under the title of “Freedom 

of Expression Conference” and featured 

Peace Prize laureates Maria Ressa and 

Dmitry Muratov as keynote speakers. The 

conference brought together 20 high 

level, international speakers and reached 

almost 30,000 viewers in 12 countries. 

The feedback from the audience survey 

showed that 98% would recommend 

the conference to others, 86% learned 

something new and 77% were motivated to 

act on the basis of what they had learned. 

The conference was followed by the 

Freedom of Expression Festival, a two-day 

celebration of free expression of various 

kinds at Oslo City Hall Square and inside the 

Nobel Peace Center. A highlight was when 

Maria Ressa met with Oslo’s citizens from 

the main stage on City Hall Square. 
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ACTION PLAN 
AGAINST ONLINE 

HATE

The conference ended with the launch of an action plan 

against online hate speech, abuse and disinformation. 

"The 10-point plan to address our information crisis" 

was drawn up in collaboration with the 2021 Peace Prize 

laureates and experts and was signed by 10 Nobel Peace 

Prize laureates and more than 90 other stakeholders 

when it was launched. The plan received coverage in 

the Norwegian and international press and was printed 

in its entirety in Maria Ressa's book How to Stand Up to 

a Dictator. During the Paris Peace Forum in November, 

the plan was discussed, and it was also included in the 

consultation process when the Norwegian parliament 

considered a proposal for a Norwegian ban on 

surveillance-based advertising. In 2023, the plan will be 

included in the program for the Nobel Prize Summit Truth, 

Trust and Hope in Washington. 
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HISTORY OF 
THE PEACE 

PRIZE

“The Will to Change the World” is a new, permanent 

exhibition about Alfred Nobel and the history of 

the Peace Prize, which opened at the Nobel Peace 

Center in March 2022. The exhibition gives the 

public a playful and informative introduction to the 

Nobel Peace Prize, as a start to their visit. It is situated 

in what used to be the "Passage of Honour”. An 

exhibition about Alfred Nobel and the history of the 

Peace Prize had been requested by the public for 

some time, and with this reconstruction the public 

experience has been considerably improved. “The 

Will to Change the World” was developed by Sixsides 

for the Nobel Peace Center and created with support 

from The Savings Bank Foundation DNB.



In 2022 it was a hundred years since Fridtjof 

Nansen received the Nobel Peace Prize. 

The Norwegian polar explorer, scientist 

and diplomat received the award for his 

humanitarian work for prisoners of war, 

victims of famine and refugees from the First 

World War. In June, the Nobel Peace Center 

opened the exhibition Compassion in action: 

The legacy of Fridtjof Nansen, which showed 

Nansen's humanitarian work and how 

Nansen's legacy lives on today in the work 

of, among others, the UN Refugee Agency 

(UNHCR). The exhibition was opened by 

HRH Crown Prince Haakon on 

World Refugee Day. 

In connection with the refugee theme 

raised in the Nansen exhibition, the pop-up 

exhibition "Livsspor" (Traces of life) by Kristin 

Solberg, displaying objects and stories from 

Syria, was shown in autumn 2022. 
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DIALOGUE

The Nobel Peace Center's dialogue project, 

"Those Who listen, Change the world", was 

launched in December 2021, at the same time 

that the peace bench "The Best Weapon" was 

placed outside the centre. Using the Peace Prize 

laureates' own methods for good dialogue, we 

want to inspire a more constructive and less 

polarizing exchange of opinions in society. 



"Dialogue voice of the month" highlights good 
examples of people or organizations that 

contribute to a healthy, public exchange of 
opinions. Among the recipients in 2022 were 

President of the Football Association of Norway 
Lise Klaveness, Together We Build It/Utøya 

and the Norwegian Broadcasting Corporation 
program Ueinig. A dialogue exhibition was 

opened in the spring of 2022 and the teaching 
program "Tårnby" (a role-playing game about 

dialogue) has quickly become one of the 
center's most requested teaching aids. 

The dialogue book Those Who Listen, Change 
the World has been distributed in around 5,000 

copies, dialogue cafes have been held and 
several podcasts have been recorded with our 

dialogue expert Chro Borhan. 

The Nobel Peace Center has shown two films 
as part of the dialogue initiative. Deeyah Khan's 

documentary film "White Right: Meeting the 
enemy" was screened at a packed Colosseum 
cinema on a Saturday in November, followed 

by a conversation with the filmmaker and two 
of the cast. The content from there has since 

been widely distributed digitally. The dialogue 
project continues in 2023. 
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DIALOGUE
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PEACE BUILDING 
FOR CHILDREN AND 

YOUNG PEOPLE

Children and young people are an important target 

group for the Nobel Peace Center. Through the 

digitization of our school programs in Norwegian 

and English, we reach many more young people. 

Throughout 2022, the center has worked in various 

ways to reach new, younger groups of people.  



In collaboration with Minecraft, the Peace 

Center has developed two educational 

games based on the work of the Peace Prize 

laureates. Digital school plans have also 

been created in Norwegian and English. 

Through this digital initiative, the Nobel Peace 

Center has reached several million students 

worldwide with messages about peace 

building and active citizenship, inspired by the 

Peace Prize laureates.  

In the autumn of 2022, the Peace Center 

was on tour with the Norwegian National 

Theatre's performance Jeanne D'Arc and 

held 50 lectures and 25 school programs 

around the country. In the early summer, 

the Nobel Peace Center collaborated with 

a group of international actors to provide a 

VR experience to schoolchildren about the 

nuclear threat. On the Morning You Wake (to 

the End of the World) dramatizes an incident 

in Hawaii in 2018, where a false nuclear 

alarm caused panic among the population. 

A conference was also held on the topic, in 

which Peace Prize laureate ICAN participated.

PUBLIC 
EVENTS 

The Nobel Peace Center held a total of 55 major and 

minor public events in 2022, in its own premises 

or in outdoor spaces. A total of 36,611 visitors 

participated in physical events and around 35,000 

people were reached through digital events.
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The collaboration with Hydro on Real 

Business seminars continued in 2022, as 

did the collaboration with the Norwegian 

Atlantic Committee on Security Policy 

deep dives, concerts and talks with 

Mela Klassisk and Oslo World. 

For the third time, the Nobel Peace Center 

took part in the Christmas tree lighting in 

London with the Municipality of Oslo, 

with the supporting event "Songs 

that change the world".

The “peace dove” continued to fly with the 

“The Good News of the Week” from May 

to October. “The Good News of the Week” 

is produced outside the Nobel Peace 

Center and broadcast live on Facebook, 

occasionally in conjunction with VisitOslo.
